· Current notarized medical release forms for each player.  These are for review and will not be kept by tournament staff. 
· Player/coach passes must be signed, laminated and issued by the team’s governing body, and must be current and valid indicating player name, State association registration number and date of birth.  
· Team contact information. Cell phone number for each manager of each team as well as e-mail information.
· Local hotel information. The official hotels are listed on our host club website. www.tcusoccer.com.
